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Assembly Instructions:

Flying Geese Unit to include in Sub-Unit #1:

Draw diagonal line on wrong side of pieces 4E. Layer 4E & 2A, Rt. sides together. Sew
directly on drawn line. Cut away excess 74" from seam line. Press. Make 4.

Sub-Unit #1:

Sew 1C to 3C to make piece triangle. Sew 2D to piece triangle. Make 4.
Sew Flying Geese unit to Pieced square unit to make sub-unit #1

Four Patch Strip Units to include in Sub-Unit #2:
Sew 1B Cream strip to 5B coral print #1. Cut 2-patch rectangles 2" x 3 2”. Sew
together to make 4-patch unit. Make 2.

Sew 1B Cream strip to 6B coral print #2. Cut 2-patch rectangles 2" x 3 2. Sew
together to make 4-patch unit. Make 2.

Sub-unit #2:
Sew 4-patch unit, rectangles, & square together to make sub-unit #2. Make 2.
Repeat process using 6E Coral print #2. Make 2

Four-patch unit for center of block:
Sew 5E Coral print #1 squares & 6E coral print #2 squares together. Make one 4-
patch unit.

Block & Border Assembly:
Sew 1 2" strips to top & bottom of 12 %" block. Sew 3 %" strips to each side. Finish

in the usual manner.
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
